Chapter II
Theoretical Foundation
This chapter presents the theoretical foundation of the research deals with firstly, what vocabulary is and its importances, covers the definition of vocabulary and the importance of vocabulary. The second is School Based Curriculum (SBC), covers the definition of School Based Curriculum (SBC), the purposes of School Based Curriculum (SBC), and syllabus based on SBC in Indonesia. The third is teaching vocabulary, covers technique used for teaching vocabulary. The last one is crossword puzzle.
2.1 Vocabulary and its importance


The subchapters below will explain about the definition of vocabulary and the importance of vocabulary.
2.1.1 The definition of Vocabulary



According to Oxford Advance Learners Dictionary (2005:1707), vocabulary is 1) all words that a person knows or uses ; 2) all the words in a particular language ; 3) the words that people use when talking about a particular subject ; 4) a list of words with their meaning, especially in a book for learning foreign language. 


Based on Osborn and Hiebert (2005), there are two kinds of vocabulary; oral and print vocabulary. Oral vocabulary includes words that used in listening and speaking while print vocabulary includes words that we used in reading and writing. 



In similar explanation is come from Grains and Redman (1986:63 cited in Kaniasari, 2006). Grains and Redman stated that there are two kinds of vocabulary; receptive and productive vocabulary. Receptive vocabulary is the ability to comprehend passive vocabulary in which vocabulary is used in reading and listening context. Receptive vocabulary is a language item which can only be recognized and comprehend in the context of reading and listening material. Productive vocabulary is the vocabulary that are internalized and that can readily be produced. People who already got receptive vocabulary continue to practice that language. They pass through a process to have productive vocabulary.


From the previous definitions above, it can be concluded that vocabulary is the total of words in particular language with their meaning that we can receive it from reading and listening activity and we can use it for communication.
2.1.2 The importance of Vocabulary


Vocabulary is the basic element and very important thing in all of languages, including English. Vocabulary is a one of component in language that should be mastered. Without vocabulary, we cannot say what we would like to say and cannot describe what is we feel. According to Wilkin in Thornburry (2004:13) mentioned that without grammar very little can be conveyed, without vocabulary nothing can be conveyed. It means that without vocabulary we cannot communicate to each other. 


In addition, Brown (1994) said:

“. . . words are basic building blocks of language, in fact, survival level of communication can take place during quite inteligibly when people simply string words together without any grammatical rules applying at all. So, if we’re interested in being communicative words are the first order of business.”


So, we cannot deny that vocabulary is a first step to learn foreign language. Vocabulary is becoming the foundation to learn foreign language is by building up a useful vocabulary. (Cameron, 2001)


As a foundation to learn a foreign language, vocabulary has a very important role. Although grammar and pronounciation are important in language too, vocabulary is a basic for learners able to speak a foreign language. It similar to Schmitt (1997:5), he gave a definition of vocabulary as follows:

Vocabulary is a basis of a language; it is very important to be mastered first. We cannot speak well and understand written materials if we do not master it. No matter how successfully the sound of the foreign language is mastered without words to express the wider range of meanings, communication in a foreign language just cannot happen in any meaningful way.


In addition, according to Rivers in Nunan (1991), the acquisition of an adequate vocabulary is essential for successful second or foreign language use because without an extensive vocabulary we will be unable to use the structures and functions we may have learned for comprehensible communication.


In teaching and learning as a foreign language context, the teachers and the students will be find a little bit difficulty when they are teaching vocabulary. Cameron (2001) clarified that difficulties in learning vocabulary may result from that vocabulary is not sufficiently connected to students’ real lives. 


Furthermore, Cameron (2001:74) also asserted that vocabulary development is a continuous process, not just adding new words but also building up knowledge about words already known partially. It means that when teaching vocabulary, teachers should be connected the material with reality. Teaching vocabulary is a continuous process that can make the word become a tool for getting a new knowledge.


Moreover, mastering vocabulary can support learners to master the four skills in English. Therefore, if we have adequate vocabulary of course we able speak in English clearly and mastered English. Pinter (2003) stated encouraging memorization strategy is important to practice the new vocabulary. Using this strategy is important, yet this conventional memorization technique may usually make the students bored.
2.2 School Based Curriculum (SBC)

2.2.1 The Definition of School Based Curriculum



School Based Curriculum (SBC) developed in accordance with the educational unit, the potential of the school or district, local school characteristics, socio-cultural community, and the characteristics of learners. This curriculum is an attempt to refine the curriculum to be more familiar with the teacher, because they who involved are expected to have adequate responsibility. In addition, curriculum development is expected that the national education system to be more relevant and competitive to improve the quality of human resources.


In SBC, teachers gait predominant, especially in outlining standards of competence and basic competence, not only in writing but also in the course of learning in the classroom. Curriculum development is doing by teachers, head master, and the School Committee and the Board of Education.
2.2.2   The Purposes of School Based Curriculum


According to E. Mulyasa (2010), the educational goals of SBC referr to common goal of education, those are:
1. The purpose of primary education is to put the basis of intelligence, knowledge, personality, lofty morals, and the skills to live independently and to follow further education.
2. The purpose of secondary education is to increase the intelligence, knowledge, personality, lofty morals, and the skills to live independently and to follow further education.

3. The purpose of vocational education is intelligence, knowledge, personality, lofty morals, and the skills to live independently and to follow further education according to the vocational.



In addition, specifically for the purpose of implementation of SBC are for:
1. Improving the quality of education through self-reliance and initiative in developing school curriculum, manage and empower the available resources.
2. Increasing community awareness of the school and curriculum development through shared decision-making.
3. Increasing competency among healthy educational unit in order to achieve quality of education.



To achieve the goal, head masters and teachers are the key person to success the implementation of learning. The head masters as a person who was given the responsibility to develop and implement the curriculum required to have a vision and extensive knowledge about effective learning. Beside of that, the head masters should have adequate professional skills of planning, leadership, management, and supervision of education.


Meanwhile, teachers are required to be more active and attractive in learning. Teachers are required to be more communicative in teaching and learning process. They should create an active, creative, effective, and fun (CLT) teaching and learning process in order to improve students' academic achievement and overall schools’ achievement.
2.2.3 Syllabus based on SBC in Indonesia



According to E. Mulyasa (2010):

The syllabus is a lesson plan on a group of subjects with a particular theme, which includes standards of competence, basic competence, learning materials, indicators, assessments, allocation of time, and learning resources developed by each educational unit. 


In SBC, the syllabus is part of a detailed elaboration of standard competence and basic competences in learning materials, learning activities, and indicators for learning outcomes assessment.


The SBC syllabus development should be able to answer some questions as follows:
1. What competencies should be owned by the students?
2. How to establish their competence?
3. How do I know that the students have done the competencies?


E. Mulyasa (2010) described to develop the syllabus, we must be considered to the principles of development, those are:
a. Scientific (accountable)
b. Relevant (adjusted for student characteristics)
c. Flexible (not rigid and are not too hung up on what has been written)
d. Continuity (syllabus should be mutually sustained each other)
e. Consistent (components in the syllabus should have a consistent relationship)
f. Adequate (relating to facilities and available infrastructure)
g. Actual and Contextual (adjusted to the development of science, technology in real life, or in up to date)
h. Effective (learning activities can be realized in real activity)
i. Efficient (saves money, resources and time without compromising the results or competency standards set)


Based on the explanation above, we can conclude that the syllabus development is needed in order to achieve the goal of education. But, to develop the syllabus we should be careful and more pay attention to the principals of syllabus development.
2.3 Cooperative Learning



In delivering the materials in teaching and learning process, the teachers should be careful. The teacher should choose and expand the appropiate method that will be used in delivering the materials. Choosing and expanding the appropiate method will make enjoyable teaching and learning process and also will make the students easier to understand the material.



There are a lot of methods that can be chosen and expanded by the teachers. One of the methods is Cooperative Learning. Basicly, cooperative learning is same with in group learning. Tom V Savage in Rusman (2012) stated that cooperative learning is the method that concern in groups’ teamwork. In addition Abdulhak (2001) explained cooperative learning applied with sharing process among the students in order to reach the students comprehension.



In cooperative learning, the students are more active than the teacher. The teachers just as a fasilitator in teaching and learning process. Rusman (2012) stated in cooperative learning, when the teaching and learning process the students not only just learn from their teacher but also from their friends.



Cooperative learning has some characteristics. Duplass (2006) described there are some of commonly characteristics of cooperative learning, those are:

·   Teacher Supervision



The teacher should alwaysnmonitor group activity to ensure that students are not veering too far of task.

·   Heterogeneous Groups



The teacher creates groups of diverse ability levels and backgrounds.

·   Positive Interdependence



The teacher sets up the group goalsnand tasks toward a reward or final learning outcome.

·   Individual Accountability



Students are accountable for their tasks and for assisting the whole group meets learning goals.

·   Face to Face Interaction



Students are encourage to use verbal and nonverbal communication to solve the problems and explain learning materials.

·   Social Skills



The teacher needs to establish rules so that all students are respectful, speak in manner appropriate to the classroom setting and utilize their time wisely during group interaction.

·   Group Processing



Students angage in reflection on how the group functioned during activity.

·   Evaluation



All activities should include both individual and group assessment.


There are some models in cooperative learning and of course not change the basic principles of cooperative learning itself, those are:

· STAD (Students Team Achievement Division)




Slavin (2007) stated this model is the model that very easy to apply in the class. In STAD, the students are divided in group and each group composednfour members with different sex and ethnic. Finally all ofe the students will give the test or quiz based on the material that has been taught.

· Jigsaw



In this model the teacher divide the whole of material into smaller components. Rusman (2012) asserted in this model the students divide into group that consist of four members and each of member has responsibility for their own subtopics that teacher has been given to them. Than the members of each group that has similar subtropics make the expert group.



The expert group discussed each other. In this group the students are required to learn to become an expert in part subtopics and subtopics and plan how to teach part to members of the original group. When their finished discuss in expert group, they go back to the first group and explain the results of the group discissions in the expert group.

· Group Investigation



In this model the group formed by the students themselves and consist of 2-6 members. Each group freely choose subtropics of the whole matter to be taught and then make a group’s presentation report in the classroom. Rusman (2012) added the cooperative learning is viewed as active learning, because students will be more to learn through the process of formation and job creation and sharing of knowledge within the groupnas well as individual responsibility.

· Make a Match



This cooperative learning model asks that students only required to pairs a card with another card that surely has relation to each other. Each student gets a card amd then they think of an aswer or a question of card held. Rusman (2012) stated that this is the model of excellence in students in finding a spouse while learning about a concept ortopic in a pleasant athmosphere.

· TGT (Teams Game Tournaments)



TGT model is a type of learning that puts students in the cooperative learning groups and consists of 5-6 who have different abilities, genders and tribes. Then each group was given worksheets by teachers to be completed.



According to Slavin (2007), this model consists of five steps stages in the learning process, those are class presentation, teams, games, tournaments, and team recognition.

· Structural



This last model strongly emphasizes the students’ interaction among the students with varying assessment. According to Sharan (2009), the basic approach of this model is a strong relationship between the students do and what the students learned. In other words, the interaction in the classroom has been a great influence on the development of students in the social, cognitive and academic.


Based on the explanation above, it can be concluded that this method practices and improves the students’ ability to work together as a team and be responsible for each other. It means this method not only provides a supportive environment for learning new content in English skills, but alse helps to foster friendship and social development. In cooperative learning also can make wider interaction, this is the interaction among the teachers and the students, the students and the students, and the students and the teachers (multi way traffic communication).

2.4 Teaching Vocabulary
2.4.1 
Technique used for teaching vocabulary

There are a lot of ways to teach vocabulary. The teachers have their own way to teach vocabulary. But, nowdays every teacher should find the attractive, fun, creative and fresh technique in teaching vocabulary in classroom.
There are so many techniques that teacher can use for teaching vocabulary, such as follows:
·      Visual Techniques

According to Thornbury (2004), there are some choices related to present the media of teaching vocabulary through real things or realia, pictures and also mime and gestures. According to Harmer (2007), he said that realia helps the teacher to present the meaning of words and also stimulated students’ activity. It can be an efficient technique in teaching vocabulary because the teacher can give an example around the class. 
The teacher also can explain the means of new vocabulary by using pictures. The picture is depand on the personal taste but the teacher should be careful to choose. Harmer (2007:179) said that the choice and use pictures is very much a matter of personal taste, but we should bear in mind three qualities that pictures need to possess if they are to enggage students and linguistically useful. The pictures should be appropiate, visible, and prepared. 
Mime and gesture technique is one of effective way to use, because this technique combines the act and movement. Mime and gesture is uniquely able to do on the spot to convey meaning. It is not difficult to pretend to be drinking or to pull a sad, happy or angry face. According to Harmer (2007), mime and gesture probably work best when they are exaggerated since this makes their meaning explicit. That will make the comfortable atmosphere in the class.
·      Verbal Techniques

In verbal technique, there are some ways to present and to teach vocabulary, such as using translation; using synonyms, antonyms or superordinate terms; and drilling and repeating. According to Thornbury (2004), translation traditionally has been the most widely used means of presenting the meaning of a word in classes and has adventage of being the most direct route to a words’ meaning. It is therefore translation is very economical and especially suitable for dealing with incidental vocabulary they may crop up in a lesson.

The used of synonyms, antonyms or superordinate also useful in teaching vocabulary. Thornbury (2004) clarified that using a synonym, antonym or a superordinate term, will serve, especially in incidental vocabulary work and this is useful when explaining words that come up in texts.
· Using dictionaries

According to Harmer (2007:239), he stated that dictionaries contain a welth of information about words that students can gain from it, not only mean but also they can see how to operate the words. This statement is similar to Summers in Nunan (1991), he suggests that dictionaries provide learners with a powerful analytic tool, not only for finding out meanings and checking spellings, but also for gaining insights into the grammatical aspects of the item in question.


In addition Tornburry (2004:65) explained that dictionary-based activity can be designed that require students to make decisions about a word’s spelling, its pronounciation, its meaning, its grammar, its collocations, its derivatives, the style and connotations of the word, and its frequency. In other word, this activity helps to create deeper links within the students’ mind. Most of students when they are find the unknown meaning in learning foreign language, they use a dictionary to find out the meaning. 

In other opinion, Hatch and Brown in Cameron (2001) mentioned that there are five essential steps of learning vocabulary. The first is having a source for encountering new words. The second is getting a clear image for the form of new words. The third is learning the meaning a new words. The fourth is making a strong memory connection between the form and the words and finally using the words
2.5 Crossword Puzzle

According to Hornby (2005), crossword puzzle is noun game in which you have to fit words across and down words into spaces with numbers in a square diagram. You find the words by solving clues.
Paul (2003) said that crossword puzzles can be used at any level and they are a wonderful way to teach vocabulary from many different lessons. In addition, Jones (2007) added that crossword puzzles always covers several skills in learning English such as vocabulary, reasoning, spelling, and word attack skills.
Jones et.al (2007) assumed:

“Crossword puzzles also have the adventages of appealing to different learning styles. Visual learners often have strong puzzle-solving skills and feel great satisfaction when they are complete one. Auditory learners enjoy the step-by-step reasoning, so they also benefit from the sequential steps of completing crossword. Even kinesthetic learners enjoy the multi-task strategies required to solve a crossword puzzles.”
From the statement above, it means that crossword puzzle helps students with various characteristics to learn vocabulary in pleasurable and enjoyable way.
Crossword puzzle can be a best tool in teaching vocabulary. Crossword puzzle can improve students’ ability in order to mastered English. Crossword puzzle can be used in order to introduce and practice new vocabulary or grammatical structures in which can be used by students to develop their communicative skills. (Brown, 2010)
Mei and Jang (2000) mentioned that games such as crossword puzzle can make students participate positively. Therefore he/she will be slanting more active in that object if they interest with the activity. Students will be enjoyed when they are learning vocabulary through crossword puzzle. 
Moreover, students will be stimulated their brain and passion when they are play this game. Students need to have critical thinking which encourages students’ curiosity in solving the puzzle (Goh and Hooper, 2007:450). In addition, Wilson (2010) mentions that crossword puzzle can stimulate the students’ brain by trying to find precise words among a series of letters.
From the previous explanation, it can be conclude that crossword puzzle is an enjoyable game that can stimulate students’ brain and also stimulate their curiosity to solve and finish the game.
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
