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Abstract

This research paper is entitled “An Analysis of Textbook Used for Teaching Short Functional Text”. This study was intended to find out how relevant were English in Focus and English on Sky 2 compared to syllabus based on the School-Based Curriculum and to find out the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi. The writer employed qualitative method and applied descriptive research. The data gained through document analysis. The writer used the instrument of the study covering the list of questions designed based on the textbooks implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi. The result of the data analysis showed that in the fourth semester, English in Focus gained 75% in developing the basic competences stated in the syllabus, while English on Sky 2 gained 50%. The percentage in providing the short functional text suggested by the syllabus, English in Focus was 20% and English on Sky 2 was 0%. English in Focus provided four kinds of short functional texts. In this textbook, all sentences of each text in the short functional texts were related to each other and coherent, and they referred to one object. Every text in the short functional texts used the appropriate grammar, except passive voice. The theme of some short functional texts did not fit students’ background. English in Focus did not explain the definition and purpose of the provided short functional texts. English on Sky 2 provided two kinds of short functional texts. It explained the definition, purpose, and example of the provided short functional texts. Those two kinds of short functional texts fit students’ background, but not all students of Indonesia have been familiar with them. It can be concluded that based on basic competences developed in the textbook, English in Focus is good, while English on Sky 2 is fairly good. In providing short functional text suggested by the syllabus, both of the textbooks are very bad. In English in Focus, all of the short functional texts require good discourses and they are written in appropriate grammar, except passive voice. The textbook entitled English in Focus provides some materials of short functional texts which do not fit students’ background and it also does not explain the definition and purpose of the provided short functional texts. English on Sky 2 provides two kinds of short functional texts which fit students’ background, but not all students are familiar with those kinds of short functional texts. English on Sky 2 gives the explanation about the definition, purpose, and example of the provided short functional texts.

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Chapter I

Introduction

This chapter focuses on giving introductory explanation of the research. It presents the background of the study, the identification of the problem, research question, limitation of the study, the objective of the study, the significance of the study, and definition of the key term.
1.1 Background of the Study

English is language that becomes international language all over the world. Thus, it is essential to be able to communicate in English. By using English, people may have a better chance of career development, access to information and technology, and acquire knowledge for study purposes. In other words, mastering English encourages people for a better life. Therefore, it is necessary to be able to communicate in English fluently.

Being the international language, English is needed by all of the nations in the world. By speaking English, people in the world can communicate with others. When the Prime Minister of Australia gave statement to Indonesian people as the reaction of the death penalty to the two prisoners from Australia, we could understand what he said. It is proven that English is necessary to communicate with the people of the world.

Indonesian people should study English too. Being the archipelago which is situated in Southeast Asia, and being the developing country, Indonesia has to develop human resources. Developing the human resources, based on School-Based Curriculum, English is studied by students. By speaking English, Indonesian people can establish cooperation with the other nations in the world in every field, such as economic, education, social culture, healthy, and so on. 

Based on School-Based Curriculum, short functional text is studied by the students of Junior High School. According to law number 20 chapter 1 verse 19 2003 (cited in Mulyasa, 2009), “Kurikulum adalah seperangkat rencana dan peraturan mengenai tujuan, isi, dan bahan pelajaran, serta cara yang digunakan sebagai pedoman penyelenggaraan kegiatan pembelajaran untuk mencapai tujuan pendidikan tertentu.” It means that curriculum is a set of plans and rules which consist of objectives, contents and materials, and the way to teach, which is used to be guidance in implementation of teaching-learning activity to achieve the specific educational purposes. Curriculum is described in the syllabus. Materials that teacher taught to the students must be in line with the syllabus. Nowadays, Indonesia uses School-Based Curriculum. Therefore, the teaching learning materials must be relevant with the syllabus of School-Based Curriculum. 

In teaching-learning process of English, the role of textbook is important. Textbook can help teacher in teaching-learning process because it provides the information of knowledge and skills. In addition, the textbook also consists of learning guiding in the form of activities which guide the students to achieve the competence. Material of short functional text is always examined in national examination in junior high school level. Thus, it is necessary to consider the textbook which will be used for teaching short functional text well.

Considering the statement above, the writer would like to analyze the materials of short functional texts, such as notice, advertisement, invitation, short message, and announcement. The writer would analyze it based on the theory of discourse analysis by Syamsudin. Syamsudin (1992) states that “Sebuah wacana dapat dianalisa dari perspektif rangkaian dan kaitan.” It means that sentences in a discourse must be coherent and connected.

According to the previous explanation, the writer proposes the research paper entitled “An Analysis of Textbook Used for Teaching Short Functional Text.”
1.2 Identification of Problem

There are many publishers that have published English textbook for students of junior high school. The textbooks should hold a main instrument to do the curriculum which has been arranged before. However, some of them are not appropriate with the standard of the curriculum yet. In reality it is difficult to get English textbook that has good materials and suitable with the curriculum. Although there are plenty of English textbooks for junior high school students are claimed to be written and published based on the School-Based Curriculum, not all of them are really in line with the syllabus perfectly.

Based on School-Based Curriculum short functional texts are taught to the students of junior high school. The short functional texts contained in textbook must fulfill the requirement of a good discourse. In this paper, the writer would like to do an analysis of textbook used for teaching short functional text.

1.3 Research Question

This study will be conducted to answer the problem which is formulated in these following questions:

1) How relevant are the materials of short functional texts in the textbooks compared to the syllabus implemented based on School-Based Curriculum?  

2) What are the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi?

1.4 Limitation of the Study

In studying a case, it is important to make the limitation of the study in order to make no digression from the subjects. This study is limited in analyzing the materials of short functional texts in two textbooks entitled “English in Focus” published by Pusat Perbukuan, Departemen Pendidikan Nasional written by Artono Wardiman, Masduki B. Jahur, M. Sukirman Djusma  and “English on Sky 2” published by Erlangga written by Dr. Mukarto M.Sc., Sujatmiko S.Pd., Josephine S.M S.Pd., and Widya Kiswara S.Pd. This study focuses on analyzing the materials of short functional texts in the fourth semester of second grader of junior high school which cover notice, advertisement, invitation, short message, and announcement. 

1.5 Objective of the Study 

The writer has some aims in conducting this study. They are:

1) To find out how relevant are materials of short functional texts in the textbook compared to syllabus implemented in School-Based Curriculum.

2) To find out the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi.

1.6 The Significance of the Study

The result of the study is expected to be a beneficial contribution for the English department and English teachers. The significances of this study can be classified into three parts, namely: for the teachers, for the textbook writers, and for the other researchers.

· For teachers
Through this research, teachers will have beneficial information to select a better English textbook for teaching short functional text.

· For textbook writers

Through this study, the textbook writers will have beneficial input in arranging an English textbook better.

· For other researcher 

Other researcher can use the result of this research as a comparative study.

1.7 Definition of Key Term

The following definitions are given to make readers have the same understanding or perception for some terms used in this study. They are also intended to avoid ambiguity or misinterpretation. They are as follows:

1) Textbook means course book used by teacher and students to facilitate the teaching-learning process that in line with the curriculum suggested.

2) Short functional text means a short text that has particular meaning and purposes and it can be used in our daily life. It covers prohibition, invitation, advertisement, announcement, notice, short message, letter, greeting card, etc.

3) School-based curriculum refers to KTSP (Kurikulum Tingkat Satuan Pendidikan), the latest DEPDIKNAS curriculum implementation. It offers teachers and schools the autonomy to elaborate, establish and implement their own KTSP.

Chapter II

Theoretical Foundation

This chapter focuses on giving theoretical foundation of the research. The theoretical foundation is aimed to give direction how the research should be conducted. This chapter includes what textbook is, discourse analysis, explanation of School-Based Curriculum and the syllabus implemented based on School-Based Curriculum.

2.1 Textbook

2.1.1 What Textbook Is

In teaching-learning process, teachers use textbooks to help them presenting the lessons to students. According to Brown (2000), the richness of language instruction is derived from supporting materials. The most obvious and most common form of material support for language comes through textbooks. Pusat Perbukuan (cited in Muslich 2010) states that “Buku teks adalah buku yang dijadikan pegangan siswa pada jenjang tertentu sebagai media pembelajaran (instruksional), berkaitan dengan bidang studi tertentu.” It means that textbook is arranged by experts in each field to help students understand the lesson easily. 

2.1.2 The Criteria of a Good Textbook

Textbook consists of materials which will be presented to the students. Thus, teachers must be selective in selecting the best textbook used. Greene and Petty (1971, cited in Tarigan, 1993) have arranged the certain criteria of a good textbook, they are:

1) The textbook must be interested and attractive toward the learners, so they will be interested in using textbook.

2) The textbook must be able to motivate the learners.

3) The certain of textbook must be illustrative.

4) The textbook should consider the linguistic aspect. So, it will be suitable with the learners’ ability.

5) The certain of textbook must be related to the other branch of science.

6) The textbook must stimulate the personal activity of the learners.

7) The certain of textbook must be clear in written to avoid the children to be confused in using textbook.

8) The textbook must have the clear point of view because it will be the learners’ point of view.

9) The textbook must be able to give the balance and emphasized on the value of the learners.

10)  The textbook must be able to respect to the differences of the    individual.

In considering the textbook which will be used in teaching-learning activity, it is essential to evaluate the textbook. Brown (2000) adapts the evaluation criteria of a textbook from Robinett (1978 249-51).

1) Goals of the course (Will this textbook help to accomplish your course goals?)

2) Background of the students (Does the textbook fit the student’ background?)

3) Approach (Does the theoretical approach reflected in the textbook reflect a philosophy that you and your institution and your students can easily identify with?)

4) Language skills (Does the textbook integrate the “four skills”? Does the textbook emphasize the skills which the curriculum also emphasizes?)

5) General content (Does the textbook what is now known about language and language learning?)

6) Quality of practice material

7) Sequencing (How is the book sequenced?)

8) Vocabulary (Does the book pay sufficient attention to words and word study?)

9) General sociolinguistic factors

10)  Format (Is the book attractive, usable, and durable?)

11)  Accompanying materials (Are there useful supplementary materials?)

12)  Teacher’s guide (Is it useful?)

Therefore, there are several things to be considered by teacher in choosing the best textbook to be used in teaching-learning process. The textbook that is chosen must be appropriate with the learners’ needs.

2.2 Discourse 

2.2.1 Definition of Discourse

According to Fairclough (1992, cited in Suherdi 2006), discourse is difficult to define because it has been seen from many different perspectives. Koch (1965, cited in Suherdi 2006) states that any sequence of sentences temporally or specially arranged in a way to suggest a whole will be considered to be text, any text (or part of a text) having manifestations of a particular theme in common will be considered to be a discourse. It is in line with the Websters dictionary (cited in Syamsudin, 1992), it defines that discourse is connected speech or writing consisting more than one sentence. Syamsudin (1992) states that ”Bahasa atau ujaran yang terdapat dalam sebuah wacana harus disusun dengan sistematis dan koheren dan harus merujuk pada satu objek.” It means that the language or utterance consisted in the discourse must be arranged systematically and coherently. It must be related to one object and arranged well. 

Fairclough (1992, cited in Suherdi 2006) argues that in linguistic, discourse has also been viewed in different perspectives. It, among others, has been used to refer to different types of language used in different sorts of social situation, such as newspaper discourse, advertising discourse, classroom discourse, the discourse of medical consultation. 

Van Dijk (1997, cited in Suherdi 2006) concludes the criteria of what and what is not a discourse:

1) It must be “language in use”

2) It must involve the communication of beliefs

3) It must be coupled with interaction

4) It must justify itself to other discourses

In the other hand, Syamsudin (1992) says that “Wacana tidak hanya didukung oleh unsur segmental namun juga didukung oleh unsur non-segmental.” It means that discourse is not only supported by segmental unsure but also the non-segmental unsure. The segmental unsure covers sentence, morpheme, and phoneme, while the non-segmental unsure consists of situation, meaning, intonation, and the feeling of language. In conclusion, discourse consists of several sentences which tell about one subject which is provided systematically in a coherent unit and it is formed by segmental and non-segmental language unsure. 

2.2.2 Discourse Analysis

According to Paltridge (2006), discourse analysis focuses on knowledge about language beyond the word, clause, phrase and sentence that is needed for successful communication. Suherdi (2006) defines it simply as the analysis of language in context. It is in line with McCarthy (2005) who argues that discourse analysis is concerned with the study of the relationship between language and the contexts in which it is used. Discourse analysis looks at patterns of language across text and considers the relationship between language and the social and cultural context which it is used. Discourse analysis also considers the ways that the use of language presents different views of the world and different understandings. It examines how the use of language is influenced by relationships between participants as well as the effects the use of language has upon social identities and relations. It also considers how views of the world, and identities, are constructed through the use of discourse. Discourse analysis examines both spoken and written text.

As it is explained before, discourse consists of several sentences which tell about one subject. It means that all of the sentences in the discourse must be coherent and connected. According to Syamsudin (1992), “Sebuah wacana dapat dianalisa dari perspektif rangkaian dan kaitan.” It means that a discourse can be analyzed in sentence combination and correlation perspective. Sentence combination focuses on inter-sentence relationship; it is also called as logical relationship. Correlation means the relationship of a paragraph and the other paragraphs in a discourse. 

Syamsudin (1992) states ”Rangkaian itu banyak sekali jenisnya, namun dapat diklasifikasikan melalui sifat-sifat yang dimiliki oleh setiap bentuk rangkaian itu.” It means that there are many kinds of inter-sentence relationship. It can be classified based on its characteristic, which covers conjunction, extension, answer, causality, comparison, question, contrast, definition, evaluation, evidence, exemplification, generalization, inference, relation action, restatement, result, summary, substitution, exposition, explanation.

Those can be used as the aspects of discourse analysis even though not all the aspects can be found in a discourse.

2.3 School-Based Curriculum

2.3.1 The Explanation of School-Based Curriculum

According to government ordinance number 19 chapter 3 verse 15 2005 (cited in Mulyasa, 2009), the definition of School Based Curriculum or KTSP is “Kurikulum adalah operasional yang disusun oleh dan dilaksanakan di masing-masing satuan pendidikan. Implementing curriculum means actualizing written curriculum into teaching-learning process. Then, the teaching-learning process is formulated in lesson plan.

According to Sujana (2011) “KTSP berdasarkan landasan teori yang terdiri dari model kompetensi komunikatif….” It means the goal of teaching-learning English based on School-Based Curriculum is Communicative Competence. According to Celce-Murcia (1995, cited in Sujana 2011), there are 5 components of Communicative Competence which cover Discourse Competence, Actional Competence, Linguistics Competence, Socio Cultural Competence, and Strategic Competence. 

Discourse competence means the competence of understanding many kinds of text. Actional competence is a competence of speaking and writing. Linguistics competence means the competence of mastering grammar and structure. Socio Cultural competence is a competence of understanding the formal and informal language. Strategic competence means the competence of starting a conversation. 

In implementing School Based Curriculum, government has set National Education Standard or Standar Pendidikan Nasional (SNP). National education standard is minimum criteria of education system in Indonesia. National education standard covers standard content (standar isi), standard process (standar proses), standard teacher and educational staff (standar pendidik dan tenaga kependidikan), standard facilities and infrastructure (standar sarana dan prasarana), standard management (standar pengelolaan), standard financing (standar pembiayaan), and standard educational assessment (standar penilaian pendidikan).

Standard process is a national standard which is related to implantation of teaching-learning process in educational unit to achieve standards competence. Mulyasa (2009) clarifies the standards teaching-learning process generally are; teaching-learning process in educational unit must be interactive, inspiring, fun, challenging, and motivating the students; planning teaching-learning process covers syllabus and lesson plan which consist of at least instructional goal, teaching-learning materials, teaching method, instructional media, and assessment; assessment of teaching-learning product uses various kinds of assessment techniques, such as written test, observation, practical test, and work individual or work in group.

2.3.2 Syllabus Implemented Based on School-Based Curriculum

According to Wortham (2006), curriculum is a planned set of course that is presented to teachers to arrange teaching and learning certain level of ages. It can be concluded that curriculum consists of a set of materials which will be taught to the students. The curriculum is explained in the syllabus. Mulyasa (2009) states that “Silabus merupakan rencana pembelajaran pada suatu kelompok mata pelajaran dengan tema tertentu, yang mencakup standar kompetensi, materi pembelajaran, indikator, penilaian, alokasi waktu dan sumber belajar yang dikembangkan oleh setiap satuan pendidikan.” It means that syllabus is the part of curriculum which is related to the certain subject. The syllabus helps the teachers to plan the teaching-learning process. In Indonesia, the curriculum has been changed several times. According to Aisah (2009), Structural-based (The 1984 syllabus), Thematic-based (The 1994 syllabus), and Competence-based (The 2004 and 2006 syllabus) have the same goal which is Communicative Competence.

Nowadays, Indonesia uses the School-Based Curriculum. The English materials which are stated in the syllabus implemented based on the School-Based Curriculum for the second grader of Junior High School in the fourth semester are:

1) Listening

There are ten indicators suggested by School-Based Curriculum of English in listening skill. Here, the students are expected to be able to:

a) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing serve.

b) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing things.

c) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and denying information.

d) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing opinion.

e) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of offering, receiving and refusing things.

f) Respond correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing agreement.

g) Respond correctly the statement, giving an attention for the speaker.

h) Respond correctly the statement in term of starting, extending and closing the conversation.

i) Respond correctly the meaning of oral functional text in order interact to with the surrounding.

j) Respond correctly the meaning of short monologue in order to interact with the surrounding in term of Narrative and Recount.

2) Speaking

There are twelve indicators suggested by School-Based Curriculum of English in speaking skill. Here, the students are expected to be able to:

a) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing serve.

b) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing things.

c) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and denying information.

d) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing opinion.

e) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of offering, receiving and refusing things.

f) Express correctly the speech on transactional and interpersonal meaning in term of asking for, giving and refusing agreement.

g) Express correctly the statement, giving an attention for the speaker.

h) Express correctly the statement in term of starting, extending and closing the conversation.

i) Express correctly the meaning of oral functional text in order to interact with the surrounding.

j) Express correctly the meaning of short monologue in order to interact with the surrounding in term of Narrative and Recount.

k) Express the meaning of oral short functional text by using oral language.

3) Reading 

There are four kinds of indicators suggested by School-Based Curriculum of English in reading skill. Here, the students are expected to be able to:

a) Respond correctly the written text on functional meaning in form of Recount and Narrative.
b) Respond correctly the written text related to the surrounding.

c) Identify correctly the written text on functional meaning and rhetoric steps in form of Recount and Narrative.

d) Respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently, and effectively, related to the surrounding.

4) Writing 

There are four kinds of indicators suggested by School-based Curriculum of English in writing skill. Here, the students are expected to be able to:

a) Express correctly the written text on functional meaning in form of Recount and Narrative.
b) Express correctly the written text related to the surrounding.

c) Express correctly the written text on functional meaning and rhetoric steps of short essay in form of Recount and Narrative.
d) Express the meaning of written short functional text by using kinds of written text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding.

Standard competence, basic competences are integrated with the core material. The combination of the three aspects will be presented in the table 2.1 below:

Chapter III

Research Methodology

This chapter focuses on research method applied in the study. It is an overview of the research design, the object of the study, the technique of collecting the data, and the technique of analyzing the data.
3.1 Research Design

Due to the objectives of this study, this study employed qualitative research method and applied descriptive research. According to Satori and Komariah (2012), ”Penelitian kualitatif adalah penelitian yang menekankan pada kualitas atau hal yang terpenting dari sifat suatu barang/jasa.” It means that qualitative research gives meaning to the quality and standing of facts that are going on. The researcher applied the descriptive research because this research was conducted to get depth description about the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi. It is in line with the aim of descriptive research stated by Travers (1978) that the principal aims in employing descriptive research are to describe the nature of a situation as it exists at the time of the study and to explore the causes of particular phenomenon. It is also in line with Arikunto (1996) who states that ”Penelitian deskriptif merupakan sebuah penelitian untuk menjelaskan sebuah fenomena.” It means the descriptive research is the research to clarify or explain the phenomenon.
In applying the descriptive research, the writer would determine whether the textbooks used for teaching short functional text are qualified or not. The writer described the object of the study as they exist at that time. 

3.2 The Object of the Study

The object of this study are two English textbooks for the second year of Junior High School in the fourth semester based on School-Based Curriculum, “English in Focus” written by Artono Wardiman, Masduki B. Jahur, M. Sukirman Djusma and published by Pusat Perbukuan, Departemen Pendidikan Nasional and “English on Sky 2”, written by Dr. Mukarto M.Sc., Sujatmiko S.Pd., Josephine S.M S.Pd., and Widya Kiswara S.Pd., and published by Erlangga. Those textbooks are implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi for teaching short functional texts. 

3.3 The Technique of Collecting the Data

In collecting the data, the writer used document analysis as the method of collecting the data. According to Satori and Komariah (2012),”Analisis dokumen merupakan teknik pengumpulan data yang memiliki peran yang penting.” It means the technique of collecting the data which has the important role is document analysis. Satori and Komariah (2012) also add that “Analisis dokumen adalah pengumpulan dokumen dan data yang dianalisa secara intens untuk membuktikan fenomena tertentu.” In the other words, document analysis is collecting the document and data and they are analyzed intensely to prove a particular phenomenon. The instrument of the study covering the list of questions designed based on the documents or the textbooks implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi, the questions are:

1) What basic competences are developed in the textbooks? 

2) What kinds of short functional texts are provided in the textbooks?

3) What kinds of exercises are provided in the textbooks?

4) Do the texts of the materials of short functional texts provided in textbooks require good discourses as it is suggested by expert?

5) How do the textbooks present the materials of short functional texts?

6) Do the materials of short functional texts provided in the textbooks fit students’ background?

7) Do the textbooks use the appropriate grammar as it is suggested in the syllabus?

In this study, the data are taken from the “English on Sky 2”, an English textbook for the second year of Junior High School in the fourth semester based on School-Based Curriculum. “English on Sky 2” is written by Dr. Mukarto M.Sc., Sujatmiko S.Pd., Josephine S.M S.Pd., and Widya Kiswara S.Pd., and it is published by Erlangga. The data are also taken from the “English in Focus” an English textbook for the second year of Junior High School based on School-Based Curriculum. “English in Focus” is written by Artono Wardiman, Masduki B. Jahur, M. Sukirman Djusma and it is published by Pusat Perbukuan, Departemen Pendidikan Nasional.

3.4 The Technique of Analyzing the Data

In analyzing the data taken from “English on Sky 2” and “English in Focus”, the writer used these following procedures:

1) Finding out the kinds of short functional text provided in the textbooks

2) Classifying the kinds of short functional text available on the textbooks based on the School-Based Curriculum

3) Implementing discourse analysis to the short functional texts provided in the textbooks. In analyzing the data, the writer used the abbreviation like this : U…/EOS/P and U…/EIF/P

4) Counting the short functional texts provided in the textbooks

5) Giving percentage to the total of basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text developed in the textbooks toward the basic competences suggested by the School Based Curriculum.

6) Judging whether the materials of short functional texts provided in the textbooks were appropriate with the basic competences suggested by the School-Based Curriculum or not. The writer also judged whether the short functional texts provided in the textbooks were required good discourses or not.

7) Describing conclusions based on the result of analysis and giving some suggestions.

To find out whether the materials of short functional texts in the textbooks were appropriate with the syllabus or not, the writer used descriptive analysis technique (percentage) which was described in this formula:

In analyzing the content of the textbooks, the writer used the theory of Hutchinson and Waters as follows:

1) Defining Criteria

In this step, the writer used the School-Based Curriculum to judge the material of the textbook.

2) Subjective Analysis 

In the second step, the writer made list of a good textbook and discourse should be which suggested by experts.

3) Objective Analysis

In this step, the writer made a list of how the textbooks used for teaching short functional texts provided the materials of short functional texts suggested by School-Based Curriculum. The writer also made a list of how the materials of short functional texts in the textbooks were developed based on the theory. 

4) Matching

In the last step, the writer gave the score based on how the measurement which has been made before. The measurement was based on the School-Based Curriculum.

Before taking the steps that have been explained before, the writer has to know the materials of short functional texts which are suggested by the School-Based Curriculum. Based on the 2006 curriculum, there are five kinds of short functional texts which should be taught to the second year of junior high school in the fourth semester. They are invitation, notice, short message, advertisement and announcement. In addition, there are four basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text that must be achieved by the students, those are:

1) Respond the meaning of oral functional text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement. 

2) Express the meaning of oral short functional text by using oral language manner accurately, fluently and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement. 

3) Respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of invitation, announcement, short message and advertisement. 

4) Express the meaning of written short functional text by using kinds of written text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement.

The writer also used “Criterion Referenced Evaluation” as proposed by Nurgiyantoro to count how far the textbooks develop the materials of short functional texts that suggested by School-Based Curriculum, as presented below:

The criterion referenced evaluation was used to help the writer find out how relevant were the materials of short functional texts compared to the syllabus of School-Based Curriculum based on basic competences developed in the textbooks and suggested short functional texts provided in the textbooks.

Chapter IV

Data Analysis and Discussions

This chapter presents the research findings and discussions of the study. The findings comprise document analysis of two textbooks implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi. Those findings are then analyzed and interpreted in the discussion part. 

4.1 Data Analysis

This study was conducted on May 1st to 20th, 2015. The goal of teaching-learning English based on School-Based Curriculum is communicative competence. Communicative competence covers discourse competence (many kinds of text), actional competence (competence of speaking and writing), linguistic competence (grammar and structure), socio- cultural competence (formal and informal language), and strategic competence (start a conversation). In an effort to achieve the discourse competence, the students have to learn many kinds of texts; one of them is short functional text. Short functional text is a short text that has particular meaning and purposes and it can be used in our daily life. It covers prohibition, invitation, advertisement, announcement, notice, short message, letter, greeting card, etc.
Based on syllabus implemented based on School-Based Curriculum, the second year students of junior high school in fourth semester have to learn short functional texts in the form of notice, advertisement, invitation, announcement, and short message. Notice is a short functional text in the form of sign to make people do something. Advertisement is public announcement to promote product or event. Invitation is a short functional text which is used to invite someone to come to an event. Announcement is a text to tell information to the people. Short message is a personal message given to someone to do or not to do something because they can’t tell it directly. The basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text based on School-Based Curriculum are as follows:

1) Respond the meaning of oral functional text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement.

2) Express the meaning of oral short functional text by using oral language manner accurately, fluently and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement. 

3) Respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of invitation, announcement, short message and advertisement. 

4) Express the meaning of written short functional text by using kinds of written text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. The short functional texts are in the form of notice and advertisement. 

It can be concluded that there are four basic competences that must be achieved by students in teaching-learning short functional text. The second year students of junior high school have to learn five kinds of short functional texts in the fourth semester which cover notice, advertisement, announcement, short message and invitation. According to Syamsudin (1992), ”Bahasa atau ujaran yang terdapat dalam sebuah wacana harus disusun dengan sistematis dan koheren dan harus merujuk pada satu objek.” It means that the language or utterance which consisted in the discourse must be arranged systematically and coherently. It must be related to one object and it should be arranged well. Syamsudin (1992) also states that “Sebuah wacana dapat dianalisa dari perspektif rangkaian dan kaitan.” It means that a discourse can be analyzed in sentence combination and correlation perspective. 

According to Brown (2000, adapted from Robinett 1978), textbook must fit the students’ background. It means that the materials provided by the textbook must be appropriate with students’ background. 

In this study, the writer analyzed two English textbooks. They were English in Focus which was published by Pusat Perbukuan and English on Sky 2 which was published by Erlangga. The research findings of the textbooks were as follows:

4.1.1 English in Focus

English in Focus is a textbook published by Pusat Perbukuan, Departemen Pendidikan Nasional. It is given to all junior high school in Indonesia to be used by the teachers and students in teaching-learning English by the government. SMPN 6 Cimahi uses this textbook to teach short functional text.

English in Focus provides four kinds of short functional texts in the fourth semester. Those are brochure, letter, advertisement and weather chart. The data analysis of materials of short functional texts provided by English in Focus is as follows:

1) Brochure
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The texts in the brochure above were divided into two texts. The research findings of the brochure above were:

Text (1)

Favorite Stories

(1) Good news for bookworms. (2) Pay only Rp300,000 for a set of story books in English and Bahasa Indonesia. (3) All books written by our internal writers. (4) If you buy now, you get 10% discount on your purchases! (5) Don’t miss this fantastic offer! 

Analysis:

a) The object of the text above was favorite stories. Sentence number 1 related to the title of the text, favorite stories. The bookworms surely like reading favorite books. 

b) Sentence number 2 was the explanation of the good news for the bookworms. It was an offer of a of story books in English and Bahasa Indonesia only Rp300,000. 

c) Sentence number 3 was the extension of a set of story books mentioned in sentence number 2. All the books offered were written by their internal writers. 

d) Sentence number 4 was the exposition of the offer. If you bought the book right away, you would get 10% discount on your purchases.

e) Sentence number 5 was the inference of the text. In the end, the text told us about the conclusion. The conclusion was not to miss the offer.

Text (2)

Famous Fables

(1) Don’t miss this great offer! (2) A set of the most read children’s stories written by both local and foreign writers. (3) Get fifteen books for only Rp400,000. (4) Available at all bookstores. 

Analysis:

a) Both of the texts were in the same brochure and both of them offered set of books. Sentence number 1 was restatement from the text number 1. It emphasized the reader not to miss the offer. 

b) Sentence number 2 was the exposition of the object of the text, famous fables. What the text offered was a set of the most read children’s stories in the form of fable. 

c) Sentence number 3 was the explanation of the offer. For paying only Rp400,000 the reader would get fifteen books. 

d) Sentence number 4 was the extension. It extended the information of the offer that all the set of books were available at all bookstores.

According to Syamsudin (1992), a discourse must be related to one object. Basically, either text 1 or text 2 related to one object. The text 1 consistently told about the favorite stories, and text 2 told about the famous fables. Every sentence related to each other and made the discourse integrated. Both of the texts used the simple present tense which would be understood by the second year students of junior high school. Nevertheless, the text number 1 used passive voice in which students haven’t learnt it yet.

In unit 4 of English in Focus, the goal of teaching-learning short functional text in this unit was the students would be able to respond to short functional text in the form of brochure in the end of teaching-learning activity. Thus, the exercise of this unit must be matched with the goal. The exercise related to the brochure above was “Write a paragraph about the book you want to buy. Then share it with your friend in front of the class. Which set of books would you buy? Give reasons based on the following points.” The exercise was matched with the goal of teaching and learning activity because the students were asked to choose which set of books offered in the brochure would they buy and give reasons of their choice. The exercise of this material was also in line with the basic competence stated in the syllabus, that was express the meaning of oral short functional text by using oral language manner accurately, fluently and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. However, the form of short functional text provided in the unit 4 of English in Focus was not appropriate with the short functional text suggested by the syllabus. The syllabus suggested teaching short functional text in the form of notice and advertisement. 

In the brochure above there were not only texts but also picture. Picture was used to make the brochure more interesting. According to Brown (2000, adapted from Robinett 1978), textbook must fit the students’ background. This textbook was used for second year Indonesian students of junior high school. To make the brochure more interesting, the object and the picture of the brochure must fit with the second year students of junior high school. 

The object of the brochure was the books of story and fable. It was appropriate with the second year students of junior high school. The picture of the brochure showed several books written in English. One of the books showed in the picture is “The Count of Monte Cristo.” It was the classic literature which took place in France and it was completed in 1844. The second year students of junior high school would not be familiar with it. Thus, that picture could make students curious and find them out by themselves. The brochure offered books written in English and Indonesian, and it also offers the fables. Nevertheless, the picture of the brochure did not show it. 

2) Letters
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In this unit there were four letters. The research findings of those letters were:

b) Sentence number 1 in the letter told the information about why Andra wasn’t at school last week. 

c) The sentence number 2 gave the exposition that the illness Andra had was flu.

b) Sentence number 1 in the letter told the information about why Selina wasn’t at school yesterday. 

c) The sentence number 2 extended that Selina was at the dentist because she had toothache.

a) The letter above fulfilled the parts of letter; those were heading, greeting, body of letter, closing and signature. 

b) Sentence number 1 in the letter told the information about why Benu wasn’t at school last Friday. 

c) The sentence number 2 gave the exposition that the illnesses Benu had were high temperature and sore throat. 

The exercise of these materials was “Answer the questions based on the dialogue and the letter.” This exercise was in line with the basic competence that was respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding.

a) The letter above fulfilled the parts of letter; those were heading, greeting, body of letter, closing and signature. 

b) Sentence number 1 began the paragraph with the question of her condition.

c) Sentence number 2 gave the exposition how long the writer did not hear about her friend. 

d) Sentence number 3 explained why the writer wrote the letter. The writer just wanted to tell her friend that she was in hospital last week.

e) Sentence number 4 extended that the writer was in the hospital because she was infected by dengue fever.

f) Sentence number 5 was causality. Because the writer felt her body became weak, she fainted in the classroom when she was studying.

g) Sentence number 6 showed the result. Because the writer fainted and got high fever, she was taken to the hospital.

h) Sentence number 7 gave the exposition where the writer was brought to when she was at the hospital. She was brought into the emergency unit.

i) Sentence number 8 explained what the doctor did when the writer was at the emergency unit. It was explained that the doctor gave some treatment to her.

j) Sentence number 9 showed the result. The result was she had to stay in the hospital for one week. 

k) Sentence number 10 explained what the doctor did as long as she was in the hospital. Every day the doctor kept her on a drip.

l) Sentence number 11 gave the exposition of the writer’s condition at the seventh day. She was getting better.

m) Sentence number 12 was the evidence that the writer’s condition was getting better. Because after the final check, the doctor gave her permission to go home. 

n) Sentence number 13 showed the evaluation. The writer evaluated herself to be more careful about keeping her house clean, especially her room, because she did not want get the same illness. 

o) Sentence number 14 was the inference. It meant that the writer finished her letter and waited for the reply.

It was good that all the letters fulfilled the parts of letter, those were heading, greeting, body of letter, closing and signature. All of the sentences in all the texts were coherent and they referred to one object. The letter number 1 focused on telling one object that was the reason why Andra was not at school last week. The letter number 2 consistently told about the reason why Selina was not at school yesterday. The letter number 3 told about the reason why Benu was not at school last Friday. The letter number 4 was consistent in telling Nadira’s experience when she was ill and treated in a hospital. All the letters were written in the form of past tense. It was appropriate with the grammar suggested by the syllabus, but letter number 4 used passive voice in which students haven’t learnt it yet. It will be better if the letters written in active sentence form.

Based on the English in Focus Unit 5, the goal of teaching-learning short functional text was the students would be able to write a short functional text in the form of letter. In achieving the goal, the exercise of this material must be matched with the goal itself. Exercise provided in this textbook for this material was “Write a letter in the form of recount about your past experience when you were ill or when you were treated in a hospital.” This exercise was matched with the goal of teaching-learning activity because the exercise asked the students to write a letter.

The goal of teaching-learning short functional text stated in this textbook was appropriate with the basic competence suggested by the syllabus of School-Based Curriculum, that was express the meaning of written short functional text by using kinds of written text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. Nevertheless, the form of short functional text provided in the unit 5 of English in Focus was not appropriate with the short functional text suggested by the syllabus. The syllabus suggested teaching short functional text in the form of notice and advertisement.

a) Sentence number 1 gave the definition of the advertisement. It tells that this is a chance of a lifetime purchase. It was used to attract the consumers.

b) Sentence number 2 was the relation action. It was expected that the consumers would walk to their cosmetic department to buy power sunblock they chose as the relation action after knowing the advertisement.

c) Sentence number 3 was the explanation of their offer. If the customers bought one sunblock, they would get another sunblock for free.

d) Sentence number 4 extended that the offer is limited to 100 consumers. 

e) Sentence number 5 was the inference. The advertisement concluded that the stock was last and persuaded the consumers to buy it in hurry. 

This textbook provided the example of advertisement that promoted a product which did not fit the students’ age. This textbook was used by second year students of junior high school. It meant that the user of this textbook was still teenager. It will be better if the example of the advertisement uses teenagers’ stuff as the product, such as bag, shoes, books, etc. 

The exercise provided in this unit is “Read the advertisement and complete the dialogue that follow.” This exercise was in line with the basic competence stated in the syllabus of School-Based Curriculum, that was respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding. The exercise asked the students to read the advertisement and complete a dialogue. It meant that the students were asked to respond to a short functional text in the form of advertisement. 

4) Weather Chart

U6/EIF/P. 144

Analysis:

In unit 6 of English in Focus for the second year students of junior high school, it was stated that the goal of teaching-learning short functional text was to write a short functional text in form of weather chart. Nevertheless, there was no exercise in this unit that asked the students to write weather chart. It meant that the goal of teaching-learning short functional text was not matched with the exercise. Furthermore, syllabus of School-Based Curriculum did not suggest teaching weather chart to the second year students of junior high school in the fourth semester.

In addition, this textbook was used by the Indonesian students. It will be better if the weather chart gives the information using Indonesia region in order to make students understand the chart easier because it fits the students’ background. 

4.1.2 English on Sky 2

English on Sky 2 is a textbook published by Erlangga. This textbook claims that the content of this book is based on School-Based Curriculum. SMPN 6 Cimahi uses this textbook to teach short functional text.

English on Sky 2 provides 2 kinds of short functional text in the fourth semester. Those are smiley in SMS and SMS shorthand. The data analysis of materials of short functional texts provided by English on Sky 2 as follows:

1) SMS Smiley

U5/EOS/P. 128

Analysis:

This textbook provided the explanation of smiley in SMS. This kind of short functional text fit students’ background because most of the students of junior high school in Indonesia have been familiar with SMS. However, not all students of Indonesia have been familiar with it, for example students who live in inland Papua. This textbook only explained the definition and the purpose of smiley in SMS and gave the example of some smileys. It will be better if the example of SMS which used smiley in it is also provided in this unit in order that the students comprehend it easily.

The exercise of the materials given to students had to be matched with the basic competence which had to be achieved by students. The exercise of the material of short functional text in this unit was “Circle the correct meaning.” In this exercise the students were asked to circle the correct meaning in the form of picture of some smileys. This exercise was in line with basic competence stated in the School-Based Curriculum syllabus, that was respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding. Nevertheless, this kind of short functional text was not suggested by the syllabus.

2) SMS Shorthand 

U6/EOS/P. 150


Analysis:

Unit 6 of English on Sky 2 provided the materials of short functional text in the form of SMS shorthand. This material fit students’ background because most of them were familiar with SMS, but still there are students who live in hinterland who have not been familiar with SMS. This unit explained what SMS shorthand was and what the purpose of SMS shorthand was. This unit also gave the example of some SMS shorthand abbreviation. It will be better if this unit also provide the example of SMS which is written used SMS shorthand. 

The exercises of this material which were matched with the basic competences are:

a) “Translate these SMS shorthand into good English”

This exercise asked the students to translate some SMS shorthand into good English. It meant that students had to respond to those SMS shorthand. It was matched with the basic competence of School-Based Curriculum syllabus, that was respond the meaning of written short functional text accurately, fluently and effectively, related to the surrounding. Nevertheless, the kind of short functional text provided in this unit was not in line with the kind of short functional text suggested by the syllabus. 

b) “Send an English SMS to your friend or teacher. Try to use the SMS shorthand.”
This exercise asked the students to express their thoughts or feeling in English through SMS and they should try to use the SMS shorthand. It was matched with the basic competence of School-Based Curriculum syllabus, that was express the meaning of written short functional text by using kinds of written text accurately, fluently, and effectively in order to interact with the surrounding. However, the kind of short functional text in this unit was not appropriate with what syllabus suggested. 

4.2 Discussions

The objectives of this study are to find out how relevant are materials of short functional texts in the textbook compared to syllabus implemented in School-Based Curriculum and to find out the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi.

After analyzing the data, the writer found out that English in Focus which was published by Pusat Perbukuan developed three (3) basic competences of four total basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text based on School-Based Curriculum syllabus and it provided one (1) kind of short functional text suggested by syllabus. English on Sky 2 which is published by Erlangga developed two (2) basic competences of four total basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text based on School-Based Curriculum syllabus and it did not provide any kind of short functional text suggested by syllabus.

Based on the data analysis, in the fourth semester, English in Focus is good in developing basic competences demanded by the syllabus, while English on Sky 2 is fairly good. In providing the short functional text suggested by the syllabus, either English in Focus or English on Sky 2 is very bad. The texts in the materials of short functional texts provided in English in Focus are required good discourses because the sentences of the texts are related and coherent. All the texts refer to one object and use the appropriate English grammar, but some of the text used passive voice in which students haven’t learnt it yet and it also does not state in the syllabus. In addition, the writer finds out that the theme of some short functional text does not fit students of junior high school background.

In providing the materials of short functional texts, English in Focus does not explain the definition and the purpose of the provided short functional texts materials. It will be better if this textbook gives the explanation of them. English in Focus develops all the indicators suggested by the syllabus based on School-Based Curriculum. It will be much better if the kind of short functional text provided in English in Focus is appropriate with the kind of short functional text suggested by the syllabus.

In the fourth semester, English on Sky 2 gives explanation about the definition and the purpose of the selected short functional text. It also gives the example of the provided short functional texts.

This textbook selects two kinds of short functional text to be learnt by the students, those are smiley in SMS and SMS shorthand. Those kinds of short functional text fit students’ background, but they are not appropriate to be teaching-learning materials. It will be better if this textbook provides the kind of short functional text suggested by syllabus based on School-Based Curriculum and gives the information about smiley in SMS and SMS shorthand just to enrich students’ knowledge. 

Chapter V

Conclusions and Suggestions

This chapter reports the conclusions and suggestions of the study. It is composed based on the result of the study related to how relevant are the materials of short functional texts in the textbooks compared to the syllabus implemented based on School-Based Curriculum and what are the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi. It also presents the suggestion dealing with the improvement of the textbooks and further studies beyond the scope of this study.

5.1 Conclusions   

The writer conducted this research on May, 2015. The objectives of this research paper were to find out how relevant were materials of short functional texts in the textbooks compared to syllabus implemented based on School-Based Curriculum and to find out the advantages and the disadvantages of the textbooks used for teaching short functional text implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi.

In this research, the writer employed qualitative research method and applied descriptive research. The writer also used instrument to collect the data. In collecting the data, the writer used instrument of the study covering the list of questions designed based on the documents or the textbooks implemented in SMPN 6 Cimahi.

The writer analyzed two textbooks; those were English in Focus and English on Sky 2. English in Focus was published by Pusat Perbukuan, and English on Sky 2 was published by Erlangga. The findings of the research were as follow:

1) English in Focus

In the fourth semester, English in Focus developed three basic competences of four total basic competences of teaching-learning short functional text based on School-Based Curriculum syllabus, and it provided one of five kinds of short functional texts suggested by the syllabus. It meant that based on basic competences developed in the textbook, English in Focus gained 75%, and based on providing short functional text suggested by syllabus, this textbook gained 20%.

English in Focus in fourth semester provided four kinds of short functional text; those were brochure, letters, advertisement, and weather chart. All sentences of each text in the short functional texts were related to each other and coherent, and they referred to one object. Every text in the short functional texts used the appropriate grammar, except passive voice. The theme of some short functional texts in English in Focus did not fit students’ background. Furthermore, English in Focus did not explain the definition and purpose of the provided short functional texts.

2) English on Sky 2

English on Sky 2 developed two basic competences of four total basic competences of teaching-learning short functional texts based on syllabus of School-Based Curriculum, and it did not provide any kind of short functional text suggested by syllabus in the fourth semester. It meant that based on basic competences developed in the textbook, English on Sky 2 gained 50%, and based on providing short functional text suggested by syllabus, this textbook gained 0%.

In the fourth semester, English on Sky 2 provided two kinds of short functional text; those were Smiley in SMS and SMS Shorthand. This textbook gave explanation about the definition, purpose and example of the provided short functional texts. These two kinds of short functional text fit students’ background, but not all students of Indonesia have been familiar with SMS. 

Based on the research findings above it can be put forward that:

1) In the fourth semester, based on the basic competences developed in the textbook, English in Focus is good, but this textbook is very bad in providing the short functional text suggested by the syllabus. All of the short functional texts require good discourses and they are written in appropriate grammar, except passive voice. The textbook entitled English in Focus provides some materials of short functional texts which do not fit students’ background and it does not explain the definition and purpose of the provided short functional texts.

2) Based on the basic competences developed in the textbook, English on Sky 2 is fairly good. In addition, this textbook is very bad in providing short functional text suggested by syllabus. English on Sky 2 provides two kinds of short functional text which fit students’ background, but not all students are familiar with those kinds of short functional texts. English on Sky 2 give explanation of the definition, purpose, and example of the provided short functional texts. 

5.2 Suggestions

In the end of the study, the writer expects that this study will give contribution for the readers, and there are some suggestions that hopefully can improve the quality of textbook and teaching-learning process:

· For teachers

The teachers should be more selective in choosing textbook that will be used to teach the students. It is also suggested that teachers use more than one textbook to get better information.

· For the textbook writer

The textbook writer should be more careful in providing teaching-learning material which is appropriate with syllabus, and it should be fit with the students’ background.

· For the other researcher

Hopefully, the next researcher may follow up this analysis by exploring the quality of the other English textbooks.
