ABSTRACT

Social media has become a new alternative in the field of communication in the circle of people's lives in the Middle East which offers freedom especially in terms of self-expression, something that has been hindered by the censorship of anti-critic dictatorial regimes. Unpredictably, the expression of disappointment expressed by Middle Eastern society towards the government through social media can be a lighter revolution that hit the Middle East countries in 2011.

The purpose of this research is to know, explore and describe some of the links between the revolution, the public sphere, and the movement of society through social media in the Middle East. A revolution in Tunisia in 2011 has been a generator of community movements in overthrowing the muscle rigid regimes in some Middle Eastern countries such as Egypt and Libya. While the benefits and usefulness of this research is theoretically, this research is expected to be useful to increase the repertoire of the development of the science of Interational Relations, especially related to the study of the Middle East region.

The method used in this study is a description analysis that aims to describe a phenomenon in terms of movement of Middle Eastern society in overthrowing the ruling regime initiated through social media. Description is an attempt to answer who, what, where, when or how; so it is an attempt to report what happened.


Finally, the results of this research are to find out how social media becomes a new public space for Middle Eastern society in doing the movement to the real action to overthrow the dictator dictate the ruling.
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
