ABSTRACT


Children right constitute part of human right that contained in UUD 1945 and United Nations Convention about children rights. Existence of nation dependent on children as the next generation which will continues nation ideal, therefore every child have right for protection from discrimination and violence also frredom and civil right. Based on law No. 62/1958 on citizenship, Indonesia adopts the principle of ius sanguinis, which means that children automatically receive the nationality of their father. This regulations creates problems for children of Indonesian women who’s married foreigners. In Jakarta alone, however, there are at least 300 new mixed marriages registered annualy, and as a consequence their childrens considered foreigner by the law which prevails in Indonesia. Habitual Residence principle related to domicile important meaning for children of mixed couples, where citizenship status determined. That can cause chidren of mixed couples have dual citizenship because of  different citizenship principle adopts by their parents. The author is interested to make the research with the topic is: How habitual residence can protect children rights?Then what the implication for children of mixed couples in Indonesia?


This research intended to understand how far habitual residence principle influence children of mixed couples in Indonesia. Further the author would like to know what obstacles that against children of mixed couples in Indonesia, also to get the data and information about the efforts that has been done by Indonesia government to contend citizenship children of mixed couples problem in Indonesia. While the aim and purpose of this reserch, theoritically, is that, this research will be expected to increase the developing science of international relations, especially in related with the international law. And then, practically, this research will be expected to benefit the decision makers in Indonesia to handle children citizenship of mixed marriages problem.


The method in dealing with this research is a descriptive that intended to describe a phenomena, in this case, habitual residence principle and the implication for children of mixed couples in Indonesia systematically to discover and find out the solution. A descriptive method is used as an efforts to report what is happened.


The result of this research are: to solve children citizenship of mixed couples problem in Indonesia, The House of Representatives legalize new citizenship law No.12 Tahun 2006. In that law, admitted limited dual citizenship for childrens of mixed couples until 18 years old.
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
