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The study uses a model guided the inquiry to improve student learning outcomes on the theme of the beauty of unity in diversity in the sub-theme of togetherness fourth grade public elementary school Ampel II motivated the students less motivated to participate in learning activities, because students feel tired and bored to follow lessons given by teachers just lecture and theory without practice, resulting in decreased student learning outcomes. This is evidenced by the results of the pretest students in the first cycle with a completeness of 20.8% and a second cycle with 41.6% completeness. Therefore, it is necessary to change to improve learning outcomes, student activities, as well as the creativity of the teacher to manage the learning process by using a model guided the inquiry. This study uses two cycles, where each cycle there is the planning, implementation, observation, and reflection, the instrument used to collect the pieces of data observation, interviews, questionnaires, and a test sheet. Overall results of the study researchers were able to answer questions by showing an increase in both pemehaman students' learning materials with a thematic focus and PPKn Indonesian learning, student learning and understanding. Guided the inquiry learning model to improve learning outcomes of the learning materials to the thematic focus of learning Indonesian and PPKn and simultaneously improve student achievement outcomes. Posttest results in every cycle has increased. Mastery learning of students in the first cycle with the percentage of 41.6% and the percentage of second cycle 91.6%. Thus, the use of models guided the inquiry can improve student learning outcomes at the sub-theme theme beauty of togetherness unity in diversity.
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
