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ABSTRACT
This research aims to raise curiosity and map reading skills through Problem Based Learning model in always save energy themes, various energy source’s subtheme, learning activity 4. Classroom Action Research was conducted in fourth grade A SDN Sekelimus I Bandung. The background of this research to the state the students of fourth A grade of SDN Sekelimus I Bandung who uncritical in learning because the teacher oftens use conventional lectures, whereas the models of learning that another particular Problem Based Learning model has never been implemented. This study uses Classroom Action Research (CAR) methods using a system consisting of a cycle of planning, implementation, observation, analysis and reflection. This research conducted in two cycles. The results showed that the use of Problem Based Learning can increase curiosity and map reading skills in students. This can be seen from the percentage values increase the curiosity of the first cycle to the second cycle, in the first cycle curiosity percentages obtained by 50% with enough categories, the percentage of second cycle curiosity was 85,7% with a very good category. Whereas the percentage increase in map reading skills of first cycle to the second cycle, in the first cycle the percentage of map reading skills acquired by 10,7% with less category, then the percentage of second cycle map reading skills by 82,2% with a very good category. The conclusions obtained from this study is that the adoption of Problem Based Learning model of teaching is very supportive to the increase curiosity and map reading skills to always save energy theme, subtheme various energy sources, instructional activities 4. Thus, the use of the model of Problem Based learning can be used as one of the learning model to be applied to thematic learning.
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
