
ABSTRACT
The authority to carry out the law enforcement process by way of investigation as stipulated in Law Number 8 of 1981 concerning the Criminal Procedure Code (KUHAP) is carried out by Legal Metrology Civil Servant Investigators at the central level, namely the Directorate of Metrology of the Ministry of Trade who has working areas throughout Indonesia or at the regional level, namely Regency/City Regional Governments in charge of legal metrology affairs which have work areas in their respective Regencies/Cities. With regard to unlawful acts committed by business actors by installing additional equipment on PUBBM at gas stations, every individual/business actor (legal entity) who commits irregularities or violates the law must be processed in an examination procedure in court, because according to procedural law To prove the guilt or not of a defendant must go through an examination before a court hearing, and to prove whether or not the defendant has committed the act he is accused of, a proof is required. Identification of the problems in this research are: How to deal with business actors who install additional equipment on fuel gauge pumps at Public Fuel Filling Stations (SPBU); and How is the implementation of criminal law enforcement against business actors who install additional equipment on fuel gauge pumps at General Fuel Filling Stations (SPBU) by taking into account the principle of lex specialist derogate lex generalis.
The method used is a normative juridical approach that is an approach that saw the problems studied by focusing on secondary data, and trying to inventory and review the principles and legal norms contained in various legislation, jurisprudence and the common law prevailing in society. Meanwhile specifications used in this study is a descriptive analysis, which describes the various laws and regulations associated with the applicable legal theories and practice of positive law related to the problems studied.
Handling of business actors who install additional equipment on fuel measuring pumps at public refueling stations (SPBU), in uncovering the occurrence of legal metrology crimes, refers to the Regulation of the Minister of Trade of the Republic of Indonesia Number 26/M-DAG/PER/5/ 2017 concerning Legal Metrology supervision, there are 2 (two) mechanisms that are carried out, namely based on Community Reports, and Based on Supervision. the defendant was found guilty of violating Article 27 paragraph (1) and paragraph (2) jo. Article 32 paragraph (1) of Law Number 2 of 1981 concerning Legal Metrology, with the consideration of the panel of judges, among others that: the installation of new equipment or additions to measuring, measuring, weighing and/or equipment that has been calibrated or has been re-calibrated will affect its authenticity and also allow for deviations from technical requirements. Due to this addition, the tool is treated as not calibrated or not recalibrated. One of the suggestions that the author can put forward is that the Regional Government (Trade Service) should be more active in carrying out their duties and authorities, because in practice the disclosure of legal metrology crimes is only carried out by Supervisors (Investigators) of the Ministry of Trade and not Investigators in Regional Governments (Dinas trade) related.
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
