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ABSTRACT 

This research aims to describe: (1) religious moral values contained in the poetry 

anthology “Kusebut Nama-Mu dalam Seribu Warna” by Achmad Subchan Darussalam bin 

‘Umar, et al.; (2) social moral values contained in the poetry anthology “Kusebut Nama-

Mu dalam Seribu Warna” by Achmad Subchan Darussalam bin ‘Umar, et al.; (3) 

utilization of the results of the analysis of religious and social moral values in the poetry 

anthology “Kusebut Nama-Mu dalam Seribu Warna” by Achmad Subchan Darussalam bin 

‘Umar, et al. as an increase in the tolerance character of students. The method used in this 

research is descriptive qualitative method. The result of this research are: (1) there are 18 

poetry that contain religious moral values, consisting of 3 poetry about believing in God’s 

power, 7 poetry about worship to God, 3 poetry about obeying God’s command and staying 

away from God’s prohibitions, 2 poetry about surrendering to God, and 3 poetry about 

being grateful to God; (2) there are 31 poetry containing social moral values, consisting 

of 17 poetry about harmony (mutual respect and appreciation), 3 poetry about working 

together, 6 poetry about loving each other, 2 poetry about love for the country, and 3 poetry 

about helping each other; (3) the result of the analysis in the poetry anthology “Kusebut 

Nama-Mu dalam Seribu Warna” by Achmad Subchan Darussalam bin ‘Umar, et al. can 

be utilized in learning receptive and expressive poetry appreciation at school. In addition, 

the poetry anthology can also be read and enjoyed in various environments and 

circumstances, so that it can affect the improvement of students’ tolerance character, such 

as respecting and appreciating diversity, giving messages of wisdom and compassion, 

opening new views on diversity, inspiring dialogue and interaction with others, and 

building care. The values contained in the poetry anthology “Kusebut Nama-Mu dalam 

Seribu Warna” by Achmad Subchan Darussalam bin ‘Umar, et al. are also in accordance 

with the objectives of national education.  
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
