Chapter III
Research Methodology
This chapter presents method of investigation which is devided into four subsections: research design, data sources, data collection methods, and data analysis method.
3.1 [bookmark: _bookmark32]Research Design
This type of research is a qualitative research using descriptive method. According to Suwendra (2018:7-8) qualitative research is an intensive study that uses data collection method and data analysis in accordance with theory to provide a narrative conclusion which focusing on an elaboration or description, both orally and in writing, in a broad and in-depth manner. “The phrase qualitative methodology refers in the broadest sense to research that produces descriptive data – people’s own written or spoken words and observable behavior.” (Taylor, Bodgan & DeVault, 2016: 8).
Qualitative research focuses on in-depth comprehension of an object under study, requiring researchers to collect information that will become comprehensive data that can be subsequently processed to produce facts. (Anggito & Setiawan, 2018:28). Qualitative research provides research data supported by description by explaining and describing through sentences to obtain a conclusion.

In this research, descriptive method is used to describe the type of figures comparison of figurative language. Also, the object this research is figures comparison of figurative language in Travel channel of BBC.com with samples of five features from each five sub-channel on Travel channel on BBC.com.
3.2 [bookmark: _bookmark33]Data Source
According to Moloeng (2012:4) in Afifah (2022:35), qualitative technique is defined as a research procedure that generates descriptive data in the form of written or spoken words from individuals as well as observable behavior. Data sources helped researcher in obtaining correct data.
In general, research methods are defined as planned, structured, systematic and scientific activities has certain goals both practical and theoretical. (Raco, 2010:5). The writer focuses on analyzing the future articles on Travel channel of BBC.com that used figures comparison of figurative language. The writer takes the features as data was taken from BBC.com.
The data source from the feature is secondary data, which means that the data was collected through intermediate media, it is BBC website or BBC news portal, rather than directly from the speaker. However, in this research, the Travel channel on bbc.com is the primary data. If the primary data was from BBC, the secondary data was from books, journal, articles, and other writing.

3.3 [bookmark: _bookmark34]Method of Data Collection

Data collection method are important part to supporting the analysis in this research. According to Soewandi (2007:16), data is the result of seeking researchers about the object research. In this research, data were in the form of comparative figures of speech in features found on the Travel channel on BBC.com. The samples for this research were three feature from each of the five sub-channels on the Travel channel, which chosen randomly based on appealing title. As a result, this researchs’ feature samples included fifteen features.
There are several data collection method processes carried out by the writer in this research, including:
1. Intensive reading
The process of data collection itself was starting from reading feature from each five sub-channel on Travel channel. According to Riyanti (2021: 27), intensive reading is reading carefully with the goal of completely understanding the information contained in text. Intensive reading is the process of extracting meaning. In this step, the writer read fifteen features collections on Travel channel of bbc.com.
2. Taking note

In this step, the writer chose phrases in sentences in feature that are considered to contain types of comparative figures of speech, then notes those sentences as a draft.

3. Fill in the data table

After the writer made observations and make a note what types of comparative figures of speech that were found in Travel channel of bbc.com, the writer inserts it into the data table and also determines which type of figures comparison the sentence was.

There are several steps in data collection such as identification and classification of types of figurative language in the following table:

According to Hardani (2020:36), data analysis in qualitative research progresses inductively, from data or facts to a higher level of abstraction, which includes synthesis and theory development (if necessary and supported by data).

The step in data analysis started with intensive reading, which involved carefully examining fifteen features samples taken from five sub-channel on Travel channel on bbc.com. After reading the data, the writer classify and also examines the meaning of the figures of comparison used in feature on Travel channel on bbc.com.
Secondly, the writer finally calculates and indentifies the dominant type of comparison figure of speech that used in feature on Travel channel on bbc.com based on Masruchin & other theory. finding figures comparison of figurative language in the data source, the first step in the analysis is identifying the types of figures comparison of figurative language used in the feature such as personification, metaphor, simile, synecdoche, and metonymy and also the dominant type of figures comparison of figurative language appears in feature on Travel channel. Furthermore, the last step of data analysis was making conclusion based on the analysis.
